ZAMBIAN ROADTRIP OUTREACH
17 June - 04 July 2024

 
 

Report submitted by Pam Harvey:
 
How can 2.5 weeks be enough time to experience something that 
was life changing? How can you start a trip with strangers and a 
few weeks later call those same people family? How can you go to 
the mission field, pour out so much, and come back so full? How 
can you get God’s heart for people in such a short space of time? 
Only God. 

 
This is what Zambia 2024 was for me. The biggest things that will 
stay with me are the changed eyes of the local people – especially 
at our second village. Where you can see such a difference in their 
eyes and faces from the day of arrival compared to the day you 
leave.

 
On day one I saw dead eyes, eyes that were hopeless and empty. 
On the last day I could see eyes that were alive - full of joy, and 
hope. I saw a girl change from walking with her head hanging in 
shame to lifting her head high, knowing she was loved and valued - 
at peace and radiant. I also saw healings, especially for headaches 
and stomach pain. I saw the Lord’s protection over our group as a 
whole, on the roads, but in the villages too. It is an amazing thing to 
stand in the face of demons and witchdoctors and have no fear, 
knowing that the God you serve is so much more powerful. 

 
The lovely people of Zambia were hungry for what we had to share, 
they were so welcoming too, and served us with the little they had, 
such a humbling experience. I learned a lot from them - from their 
hunger and their commitment - how they come and sleep out there 
because their houses are far away, but they don’t have tents or 
even mattresses. And yet they came. Despite the cold and wind, 
they came and they stayed. I went to minister, to pray, to teach, to 
bring joy, to bring peace, but I came away with way more than I 
brought. Life lessons learnt, a life impacted, feeling spiritually full 
and full of joy and eager for more.

Report submitted by Karen Whitthuhn:
 
There are so many words that come to mind going through pictures 
and moments of this trip. Obedience, Faith, Joy, Hope, Growth, 
Family, Grace, but one word that stands out for me is; Impelled. In 
Galatians 5, Paul speaks of the fruit of the spirit. Every time when I 
go on a mission trip I realise what Paul meant by it - to walk by the 
Spirit is to be Impelled by the Spirit. Applying the gospel, living it. 
Applying grace. To walk by the Spirit is to bear the fruit of the Spirit, 
led by the Spirit and keep in step by the Spirit. This trip (and 
others), brings me to a place of consecration and encounter. To ask 
the question, 'Is there anything in your heart or life that will stop you 
to carry the Glory of God?' Wow. And every time it brings to my 
knees, because it is not about me, but all about GOD. Being His 
hands and feet. Loving unconditionally. To be impelled and let His 
Spirit lead.
 
I have learned so much and I fell in love with the people of Zambia 
again. Last year we were in a different area and this year more 
south. Two beautiful villages, both so different in many ways but 
one thing is sure, people are hungry for the truth and God's 
presence. There are so many testimonies to share about all the 
miracles, all Glory to God! Eyes healed, backs healed, long term 
medical conditions healed, legs healed, and so much more! But 
what stands out for me is how Love conquers everything. A smile, a 
hug, eye contact. Sitting down with someone and making time for 
them to really listen and pray with them and encourage them. To 
see their whole countenance change. Phew! That makes me sing! 
Hallelujah, my God is Alive!
 
Going with a team of incredible joyful and loving people really 
transforms you. As much as what God used us in the villages, He is 
using us to mould each other. And yes, it can be uncomfortable, but 
it is part of growth - to be impelled and walk and be led by the Spirit 
so we can carry the Glory of God. You become family.
 
Missions is my heartbeat, not just a moment. Zambia we love you 
and we pray that the tangible presence of God will be present from 
the north to the south and the east to the west. 
 
Let God's love transform every heart.

I have been on many trips to Zambia, and yet this trip was unique in 
many ways. We were a large team of seventeen people and at 
times we were divided into two teams. I met eight of the people for 
the very first time, yet it now seems as if I have known them for a 
long time. When God knits our hearts together, nothing can 
separate us, not even time.                                                           
 
We obviously had challenges: 
 i) Over 4 days traveling   
 ii) Continual problems with one of the trailers 
 iii) At the different places we ministered, there was initial resistance 
and unique situations to be dealt with
 iv) Flu - which affected the health of the team.                        
 
But, with all the healings that occurred, many believers being set 
free, many unbelievers being saved, baptized in water and in the 
Holy Spirit, with relationships being built and strengthened in Jesus, 
all the challenges have paled into insignificance.

The role of partnership and association in business.
How to fund your business idea.

 
The conference had facilitators that shared their stories of starting 
organizations and businesses from scratch, many of which are thriving 
entities. Lots of feedback has come from the SING Conference. The 
young people are now coming to Pastor Adrien’s Church every Saturday 
for coaching and training classes. Many of them have formed 
partnerships to start their own business.
